Controlled Assessments

Controlled assessment replaces GCSE coursework.

It is designed to measure skills that are not effectively
judged by external assessment.

Some assessments take place wholly within the centre
under supervision with controlled access to resources,
others involve research outside the centre with limited

supervision.

AQA refer to them as Investigative Skills Assignments,
and Edexcel describe them as Internal Assessment
