
SCHOOL UNIFORM 
 
 
All girls in Years 7 to 11 are expected to wear uniform.  Our aim is that girls should develop a sense 
of pride in themselves in relation to their appearance, as members of the school and community.  We 
do ask parents to co-operate with us in the matter of sending their daughters to school in correct 
uniform.  All items worn at school must be clearly marked with the owner’s name.  It is impossible to 
trace mislaid property which is un-named. 
 
Uniform Regulations 
 
Our uniform is available from our school uniform shop and payment can be made through ParentPay, 
details of which are available from the School Office.  The school colour is navy blue. All items worn 
at school must be clearly marked with the owner’s name.  These styles are compulsory for all.  No 
other style or manufacturer is acceptable. 
 
 
BLAZER Navy with school crest on the pocket, as supplied by WHSG. 

 
SKIRT * Navy blue regulation skirt, as supplied by WHSG, no more than 2 inches 

above the centre of the knee. 
 

TROUSERS

Navy blue regulation, as supplied by WHSG.  
 

BLOUSE ** Blue short sleeved open neck blouse or fitted blouse, as supplied by WHSG. 
 

PULLOVER Long sleeved navy V-necked pullover with school logo, as supplied by 
WHSG. 
 

SHOES  Plain black, with no decoration, low heeled (maximum height of heel 4 cm 
and sole 2 cm).  No sandals, trainers, boots, platform, wedge or slingback 
styles or ankle straps.   
 

SOCKS/TIGHTS Black ankle socks with no other colour introduced or plain black or flesh 
coloured, unpatterned tights. 
Pop socks may only be worn with trousers. 
 

OVERALL 
 
 

A white apron for Food Technology, as supplied by WHSG. 
A blue long sleeved overall for CDT & Science, as supplied by WHSG. 
 

OUTDOOR WEAR Plain navy blue or black full length or short coat, duffle coat or raincoat.  
Acceptable in wet weather plain navy anorak or a full length or a plain navy 
kagoul.  No leather, simulated leather, velvet or denim allowed.  No logos 
allowed. 
Regulation or plain navy or black scarf.  
Plain navy or black headwear and gloves. 
 

PE KIT 
(Compulsory) *** 
 

Sky blue polo shirt, navy PE shorts, navy games skort (skirt & shorts 
combined), white ankle socks, navy hockey socks (supplied by WHSG) black 
or white trainers with non-marking soles, football boots or astro turf boots, 
shin pads and mouth guards. House T-Shirt (Year 7 only).  Pupils will need a 
large strong bag for PE uniform, as supplied by WHSG.  All uniform must be 
named with a label inside and all PE kit must be embroidered in red on the 
outside. 
 

PE KIT (optional) School tracksuit and/or navy sweatshirt, with school logo. Plain navy Baseball 
Cap, as supplied by WHSG. 



House T-Shirts for Years 8 and above. 
 

HAIR Hair must be a natural colour for the individual involved with no streaks or 
beads. 
Hair extensions are not allowed.

ACCESSORIES 
 

Hair slides or ribbons etc must be plain navy or black. 
 

JEWELLERY Girls may wear a wristwatch, and girls with pierced ears may wear one small 
plain stud in the lobe of each ear. 
No other piercings or jewellery are allowed.   
 

MAKE 
UP/APPEARANCE 

Nail varnish is not allowed.  Nail extensions are not allowed.  No make up is 
allowed in Years 7 to 9.   
Discreet make up only is allowed in Years 10 and 11. 
 

 
 

Uniform cards are issued to ensure that uniform is worn correctly.  Infringements of the uniform 
regulations will result in an after-school detention. 
 
* Skirts must not be rolled up at the waist. 
** Blouses must be tucked in properly if not fitted – not rolled or bunched.
